Shelter-to-Shelter Pet Transport Program
Guidelines for Destination Shelters 02/04

Treat each pet with dignity and respect.

Destination shelter must have sufficient space to quarantine and appropriately house the
transported pets. No pet should be displaced or euthanized because of incoming
transported pets. No transported pet should be euthanized after arrival because of lack of
space,

Itis the responsibility of the destination shelter to monitor available kennel space and
breed and type of pets currently in their shelter to determine the number and types of pets
that can be accepted.

It is the responsibility of the destination shelter to clearly communicate with the source
shelter(s) pet restrictions and shelter availability.

Onge a pet has been accepted on the transport vehicle, ‘ownership’ of the pet transfers to
the destination shelter. The destination shelter cannot 'reject’ a pet once it reaches the
shelter. The destination shelter processes the pet according to its standard shelter
procedures and makes decisions accordingly. This pelicy is to protect the pet from going
through the stress of being transported, only to be rejected and to be transported back
again. The source shelter must act in goed faith to ship pets that meet the health and
behavior Guidelines and the destination shelter's requirementsfrestrictions. The
destination shelter must act in Good Faith to prepare transported pets for its adoption
program and to screen potential adopters to make the right match for the pet and the
adopter.

If & source shelter intentionally violates these Guidslines/requirements, the source shelter
risks severing the relationship with the destination shelter. In tum, the destination shelter
must allow for the some mistakes by the source shelter. The destination shelter should
communicate any such problems to the source shelter and work together to alleviate the
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The destination shelter shouid make information about the transported pets' status
available to the source shelters. If a pet cannot be put up for adoption by the destination
shelter due to severe health or behavior issues, the source shelter may take the pet back,
but will do so at its own cost and must provide for the return transportation.

Upon arrival at destination shelier, ail pets will be immediately put in quarantine and be
allowed to rest and acclimate to their new surroundings for a minimum of 12 hours (or
overnight) before any other physical or behavior testing.

Pets will be health checked, given shots and other medication as indicated during exam,
given a booster DHPP/DHPPL inoculation as needed (yearly in adults, 2-4 weeks in
puppies under 16 weeks old}, and scheduled for spay/neuter,

The isofation period will continue for & total of 3-5 days. Isolation can ocour at a separate
area in the shelter or at a foster home.

All pets must be spayed/neutered prior to adoption.
‘The destination shelter must track what happens to the transported pets,

PETSMART Charities encourages the destination shelters to develop a community
awareness program promoting the advantages of older dogs.

For the PCI Rescue Waggin’ program, the destination shelter is subject to site inspections.
